Attached is a record of the comments
received which categorizes the comments for Concepts A, B and C into Favored Elements,
Elements of Concern and Questions. Additionally, general comments were documented.

Erickson stated that he would like the committee to write a letter to the city in support of the
proposed street car line in the vicinity to be routed on Boren instead of 12" Avenue. He said that
he would also like the letter to state support for north/south stops at Yesler and Boren. He said
running the route on Boren will better serve Yesler Terrace with regard to jobs and shopping.
Committee members agreed to discuss the matter at its May 13 meeting.
